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Sold Himself to Evil

The author of Kings gives an absolutely pathetic description of King Ahab: “There was
none who sold himself to do what was evil in the sight of the LORD like Ahab, whom Jezebel
his wife incited. He acted very abominably in going after idols, as the Amorites had done,
whom the LORD cast out before the people of Israel”’ (1 Ki 21:25-26). Ahab loved his idols
and despised the God of his people. Ahab’s sin was so great that the inspired record said that
no one followed Satan’s way more fully and more completely as Ahab did.

Why would a king whom Yahweh had placed over his people reject the word of the liv-
ing God and follow lifeless idols? The answer is simple and said: “Jezebel his wife incited”
him. What might Ahab have been had he only made a better choice in a mate? Perhaps we
would remember his steadfast devotion to God like we do David’s. Maybe we would remem-
ber his heart of faith like we do Hezekiah’s. Or we might even remember his reforms like we
do Josiah’s. But none of that was possible because Ahab chose to marry Jezebel and be-
cause Ahab freely followed her provocations.

Ahab was fully responsible for his own sins; Jesus said, “They have no excuse for their
sin” (Jn 15:22). No one can blame someone else for his sins, but each person is responsible
for his own behavior. However, Ahab’s poor choice in marriage led him to poor choices in his
life.

You see, those with whom you associate can influence you. Under inspiration, Paul
quoted an ancient comedy and said, “Bad company ruins good morals” (1 Cor 15:33). When
you have a choice not to associate with evil company, you must make wise choices, or you
might sell yourself to do evil in the sight of the Lord.

However, you cannot always choose your company. You can’t choose your coworkers
or your neighbors or the folks at the gym or the grocery store or the doctor’s office or a myriad
of other places you might visit. In those cases, you mut not allow yourself to be led into evil.
Instead, you must be the light. That’s precisely what Jesus expects of you: “You are the light
of the world. . . . Let your light shine before others, so that they may see your good works and
give glory to your Father who is in heaven” (Matt 5:14, 16). Go shine for Jesus today.
