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The Bible and The Quran 

 

 Both Islam and Christianity claim to be “revealed religions.”  That is, they both claim to be the recipients of 
infallible, divine revelation that marks the respective religion as exclusively true.  For example, the Quran claims di-
vine status for itself by stating, “The revelation of the Scripture whereof there is no doubt is from the Lord of the 
Worlds” (Sura 32:2).  In stark contrast to this, the Bible makes similar bold claims for itself.  Paul told Timothy that, 
“All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in right-
eousness, that the man of God may be complete, equipped for every good work” (2 Tim. 3:16-17; cf. 1 Thess. 2:13). 

 Certainly it is theoretically possible that there exists more than one Holy Book.  An omnipotent being could 
have produced as many books as he saw fit.  However, it cannot be the case that both the Quran and the Bible are 
divinely inspired as they contradict one another.  Such leaves us with the following three possibilities:  Islam is true 
while Christianity is false; Christianity is true while Islam is false; both religions are false.  It is our contention here 
that it can be shown that Christianity is true and that Islam is false.  When one objectively considers the positive cas-
es for such things as the inspiration of the Bible, the deity of Jesus, or the resurrection of Jesus from the dead, the 
truth of Christianity shines clearly and brightly! 

 Here is something for the follower of the Quran to consider:  1) The Quran says that the words of God cannot 
be changed or corrupted (Sura 6:115; cf. 6:34; 10:64);  2) The Quran says that the Bible is the Word of God (Sura 
2:136);  3)  Therefore, on the authority of the Quran itself, the Bible could not have been changed or corrupted! 

 Reasoning in this fashion has helped numerous former followers of Muhammad to see the weakness of Is-
lam.  This “holy book” was affirming the reliability of the Gospels as late as the seventh century.  If the Bible was 
pure then, it can certainly be trusted today as manuscript evidence demonstrates that virtually nothing has changed 
in the last thirteen centuries.  

 If Jesus is who the Bible represents Him to be, then Islam and the Quran are fictitious. 

 Jesus is the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world (John 1:29). 

 He is the one who was declared to be the Son of God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by His res-
urrection from the dead (Rom. 1:4). He is Lord (Rom. 10:9-10).

(Cont’d from last week) 
NOT UNLESS HE HAS UNEARTHED ANOTHER MAP TO HEAVEN 

 This world is not all there is.  It is but the prelude to the main per-
formance, the foreword to a great book, and the gestation period to end-
less life.  Jesus used another figure:  it is a short trip to an everlasting 
home.  He plainly mapped out the road that leads to life (Matthew 7:14).  
He stated the conditions by which man can achieve salvation.  He must 
believe in Christ (Mark 16:16), change his sinful life (repent, Luke 13:5), 
confess Christ’s name (Romans 10:9–10) and be immersed for the for-
giveness of sins (Acts 2:38; Romans 6:4). 
 Some have tried to invent their own ways to heaven, but their 
maps will only get a person lost.  If we follow Faith Only Lane or Works Av-
enue, or Direct Spirit Leading Way, or the popular path, Once Saved Al-
ways Saved, we are traveling the various lanes of the interstate Jesus 
called a broad “way that leads to destruction” (Matthew 7:13).  Jesus is 
“the way, the truth, and the life”—and His way is only found in His Book 
(John 14:6). 

NOT UNLESS HE HAS FOUND ANOTHER WEAPON SATAN FEARS 
 The old lion isn’t dead; he is still roaring and walking about 
“seeking whom he may devour” (1 Peter 5:8).  The serpent is not hibernat-
ing; he still lurks to entice, entrap, and engulf the unsuspecting (Genesis 
3:1–7; 2 Corinthians 11:3).  Man is still in danger; therefore, he needs the 
one weapon that makes Satan cringe.  Just as a lion does not fear a rock in 
the hand of a child, Satan does not fear man’s strength in man’s hand.  
However, he does fear God’s power in man’s hand (“it is written,” Matthew 
4:1–11; James 4:7). 

NOT UNLESS HE CAN MAKE HIS LIFE MEANINGFUL WITHOUT IT 
 The Bible is able to make us complete (2 Timothy 3:16–17).  Its 
message fills the void found in every heart.  It has the power to convert 
(change) a person.  The gospel has power to transfer us from the power of 
darkness into the kingdom of the Son of His love (Colossians 1:13).  In 
every case of conversion in the New Testament (see Acts), someone 
preached the Word, which produced a change in the hearers. 
 An airplane stewardess came down the aisle asking what each 
passenger wanted to drink.  Several in a row said, “Make mine a martini.”  
Coming to the next seat, she noted a man with an open Bible.  Somehow it 
seemed inappropriate to ask a Bible-reader if he desired a martini.  
So she said, “Tomato juice, Sir?’  He later observed, “What other book 
could I have been reading that would change a martini into tomato juice?” 
 Those who change the gospel put themselves under God’s curse 
(Galatians 1:6–9) and will find that they will be judged by the gospel in its 
original form (Revelation 20:12).  Those who choose to ignore it will find it 
was the one essential of their earthly pilgrimage (2 Thessalonians 1:8–9).
