Jesus said to them. “Is this not the reason you are mistaken, that you do not understand the Scriptures or
the power of God?” (Mark 12:24)

Jesus regarded the Scripture as the measure of God’s revealed truth. Jesus regarded every pas-
sage and even every letter as holy and authoritative. The Lord Jesus said, “For truly | say to you, until
heaven and earth pass away, not the smallest letter or stroke shall; pass from the Law until all is accom-
plished. Whoever then annuls one of the least of these commandments, and teaches others to do the
same, shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven; but whoever keeps and teaches them, he shall be
called great in the kingdom of heaven.”
