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Measuring the Value of Life
Since the dawn of his existence, man has made the mistake of giving up something valuable for

Recently, outside the Bulgarian Embassy in Washington, D.C., the son of a former
embassy member lost his life. Walking with his friends, he was confronted by muggers.
Apparently, however, his murder could have been averted since the thieves only wanted his
jacket. He resisted and fought until one of the agitated criminals slew him. Without benefit of an
opened police report, one’s imagination awakens. What was so special about that jacket? What
made the coat worth a human life to its young, foreign possessor—its age, design, or material?
Why did he not just give up the jacket?

Tragically, mankind has made the same mistake, giving up something so valuable for
something less important since the dawn of his existence.

e Lot's wife gave up her life for a single glance back at Sodom (Gen. 19:26).

e  Korah gave up his life for a run at power (Num. 16:31-35).

e Achan gave up his life for, among other trifling things, a “Babylonish garment” and a bit of

wealth (Josh. 7:21,25).

Absalom gave up his life for a seat on a throne (2 Sam. 18:14-15).

o Ahab gave up his life for a vineyard of grapes (1 Kings 21:19; 22:29-38).

e Haman gave up his life for a bow from Mordecai and his own foolish pride (Esther 3:2ff; 7:9-
10).

e Judas gave up his life for approximately twenty dollars (Zech. 11:12; Acts 1:18).

e Ananias and Sapphira gave up their lives for an infinitesimal percentage of the world’s riches
(Acts 5:5,10).

e Some Christians give up their lives for brief pleasure (1 Tim. 5:6).

The soul is worth far more than anything of the world with which we might compare it
(Matt. 16:26; 1 John 2:15-17). So many fritter away their spiritual selves in pursuit of the transient
(Luke 12:15). Life is so worthless to many!

House to House Heart to Heart

From the fall in Eden to the empty tomb to the book of Revelation, Scripture unfolds one rescue
plan. Immediately after the fall, God promised a Deliverer: “I will put enmity between you and the woman,
and between your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your head, and you shall bruise His heel” (Genesis
3:15). God’s promise to Abraham—*In you all the families of the earth shall be blessed” (Genesis 12:3)—
further points to a universal Redeemer. Deuteronomy predicted a prophet like Moses (Deuteronomy
18:15, 18), and Isaiah pictured a suffering servant who would bear our iniquities (Isaiah 53).

These threads converge in Jesus. He fulfills covenant promises, prophetic warnings, and sacrificial
imagery. The Old Testament lays the framework; the New Testament unveils the fulfilment. Jesus’ life,
death, and resurrection are not surprises but the willing accomplishment of God’s original plan to restore
sinners to Himself, “according to the Scriptures” (1 Corinthians 15:1—4). Understanding God’s eternal plan
(Ephesians 3:11) helps us see the Bible as one continuous story: a holy God who pursues, promises,
and delivers through His Son, Jesus, the Christ (Luke 19:10).
